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PENNSYLVANTA MIGRATION COUNT BY BRUCE A. CARL

The 16th Annual Pennsylvania Migration Count was held on Saturday, May 12, 2007.
Lancaster County again participated in this annual count for the 12th time. There were 44
participants identifying a record 180 species for the day, which broke the previous daily
high of 174 that occurred in both 2002 and 2005. This marked the 12th consecutive year in
which at least 160 species have been identified in Lancaster County. Various areas
throughout the county were birded, including Middle Creek WMA, Octorara Lake area,
numerous locations along the Susquehanna River, selected areas in southern Lancaster
County, along the Hammer Creek in northern Lancaster County, and some of the Lancaster

County Parks to name a few. Listed below you will see some of the many highlights for the
day.

4 Lapland Longspurs - 2nd count record for this species, with 4 breeding-plumaged
females being seen in farmland areas northwest of Ephrata
3 Blue Grosbeaks - 1 each in Peach Bottom, the Muddy Run area, and along Observation
Road near Safe Harbor

34 Bald Eagles - seen throughout the county, but mainly along the Susquehanna River
and at Middle Creek WMA
