2008 WATERFOWL IDENTIFICATION AT MIDDLE CREEK WMA BY BRUCE CARL

For the 9" straight year members of the Lancaster County Bird Club have assisted visitors at Middle Creek
WMA with the identification of waterfowl. Eight club members volunteered their time during 2008. There

were four Sunday afternoons scheduled from February 17, 2008 to March 9, 2008 between the hours of 12-
4pm, with volunteers stationed at Willow Point and Stop #1.

There were an estimated 2700 visitors recorded during this time period to go along with the 52 species
identified by the volunteers. One of the visitors this year was visiting the area from Australia. There were a
maximum number of 90,000 Snow Geese observed. Other birding highlights include the following: Tundra
Swan, Ross' Goose, Cackling Goose, Northern Pintail, American Wigeon, Lesser Scaup, Bufflehead, Bald
Eagles (both adult & imm. birds), Northern Harrier, Herring Gull, Short-eared Owl, Yellow-bellied
Sapsucker, Ruby-crowned Kinglet, Swamp and White-throated Sparrows.

PENNSYLVANIA MIGRATION COUNT BY BRUCE CARL

The 17" Annual Pennsylvania Migration Count was held on Saturday, May 10, 2008. This marked the 13" year
in which Lancaster County has participated with this annual count. There were 172 species identified for the day.
This was also the 13" consecutive year in which at least 160 species were found in the county. Numerous
locations throughout the county were birded that included all of the warbler walks that took place on this day.
Listed below are some of the highlights for the day.

4 species of Loons & Grebes
12 species of Waterfowl

13 species of Shorebirds

4 species of Terns

6 Swallows

29 Warblers

The outstanding bird of the day was a male Summer Tanager found singing at Chickies Rock County Park.
Other species highlights include:

Red-throated Loon, Snow Goose, Bufflehead, Red-breasted Merganser, Ruddy Duck, Black-bellied Plover,
White-rumped Sandpiper, Dunlin, Wilson's Snipe, American Woodcock, Common Tem, Black Temn, Tennessee
Warbler, Nashville Warbler, Yellow-rumped Warbler, Pine Warbler, Bay-breasted Warbler, Blackpoll Warbler,
Cerulean Warbler, Prothonotary Warbler, Northern Waterthrush, Kentucky Warbler, Yellow-breasted Chat,
Virginia Rail, Sora, Peregrine Falcon, Common Nighthawk, Alder Flycatcher, Ruby-crowned Kinglet,
Swainson's Thrush, Hermit Thrush, American Pipit, Blue Grosbeak, Vesper Sparrow, Savannah Sparrow, White-
throated Sparrow, White-crowned Sparrow, Rusty Blackbird and Purple Finch.

I ' would like to thank all the participants who helped with this count because your efforts produced another
successful day of spring birding in Lancaster County.
