It's
nice to have them and their cheery song back. Does anyone yet have any idea of how the

wrens in general did in the County? Perhaps the fact that more people are feeding
birds has helped.

My best to the new officers
and board; I'm sure they'll do even better!
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ADDENDUM TO THE REPORT ON THE CORRWALL FIRE TOWER HAWK WATCH - FALL 1992 BY JAY R. GEORGE

November 11, 1992 - In additiocm to the flight of 39 Red-tailed Hawks, a Golden Eagle,
and 11 other hawks seen on this date, observers noted a migrating flock of vultures
heading west about 3:00 p.m. Prior to this time, perhaps a hundred vultures were
observed throughout the day. But this flock was intent on its heading and there was
little doubt that they were migrating. A total of 380 Turkey Vultures and 25 Black
Vultures were counted before 3:30 p.m.
