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A REPORT ON THE LANCASTER COUNTY BIRD CLUB'S MIGRATION & DISPERSAL PROJECT

Once again, Lancaster birders demonstrated their avidness by turning up lots of rare
species. During 1994, birders reported 265 species in the County. Many of these same
birders participated in the Migration & Dispersal project and I thank everyone who
participated. This past year, the project gained some new participants, and I anm
hoping to add a few more for 1995. Anyone who wants to help out with this project is
welcome to participate--every little bit helps! Working together, all the participants

produced a lot of migration data for 1994. Quite a few new records were set as well,
and I have picked out four of the most unusua

Yellow Warbler on October 29. (37 days later than the previous record.)
Boblink on November 27. (54 days later than the previous record!)
Red-necked Phalarope July 10, (29 days earlier than the previous record.)

White-crowned Sparrow on September 25. (6 days earlier than the previous record.)

In 1995, I hope to receive more information on departure dates. Understandably, many
of the returned forms were deficient in this aspect. However, since the records on
departure dates for many species are not as thorough as those for arrival dates, any
information will be very useful. If you want to participate in the project, or just
have a question or comment, please see me at a Club meeting or call 653-5541.
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
